WORKERS COMPEN SATION. 

In  terms of re la t i ons  between main Consultants and other  people involved 
i n  the consultancy i t  i s  important to  make i t  c lea r  before the work 
s t a r t s  (preferably i n  wr i t ten form) whether somebody i s  employed as  
a sub-consultant o r  as  an ass i s t an t  and a t  what ra tes.  Several matters 
of du t ies  and l i a b i l i t y  are  involved eg., the r i gh t  of the employees 
to  workers compensation, and the duty of the main consultant to  deduct 
income tax from payment to the ass is tan ts .  
Duties vary from s t a t e  to  s t a t e  and i t  i s  adviseable f o r  a l l  concerned 
to es tab l i sh  the requirements and condit ions i n  the s t a t e ( s )  they 
operate and hold insurance po l i c i es  to  ensure they a re  covered. 
eg., i n  the case of sub-consultants, the main consultant may be l i a b l e  
fo r  damages incurred by the sub-consultant i f  the l a t t e r  do not  hold 
insurance.
